Aims of this year: 
1. Informativity examination (genotyping of reference alleles) based on examination of DNA samples - recipient and donor´s DNA – 2 samples – optional part.
2. Quantitative examination of chimerism status - 5 samples in basic variant (10 samples in extended variant) based on the chosen DNA polymorphisms and/or sex-specific loci including interpretation (recipient/donor ratio) – compulsory part. 

The extended variant is predominantly intended for laboratories accredited by European Immunogenetics Standards (EFI, Standards for histocompatibility and immunogenetics testing v8.0, D1.5.1.11), however, it is not limited only to those and can be chosen by other laboratories as well.

Results analysis: 

1. Genotyping of donor´s and recipient´s alleles (optional part)

· According to applicable nomenclature. For STR see details at NIST STRBase
· Correctness and completeness of results of collectively genotyped polymorphisms

2. Quantitative examination of samples including recipient/donor ratio interpretation (compulsory part) 

The results are compared with the expected values and based on statistical analysis using Z-score values.

· under the detection limit of the laboratory (the sensitivity of the participant's method is not able to detect the minor genotype – the example: the expected value of minor genotype is 0.2% and the participant with the sensitivity of 1% determines the presence of only the majority genotype - this result is considered to be correct. But if the participant detects both genotypes and quantifies them, the result is evaluated by Z-score.
· critical ([z] > 3) – incorrect result 

To achieve the acceptable performance of EPT, at least an 80% success rate is required (that is 8/10 samples in the extended variant, and 4/5 samples in the basic variant).

The commitment of the EPT organizer:

The organizer of EPT is bound to carry out the organization of the proficiency testing program in the area of quantitative determination of cell chimerism for the year 2024 by the deadlines mentioned in this application form. 
All the results sent by participant laboratories are considered to be confidential. Any information which could harm the participant laboratory will not be provided to third parties.  In the overview report, the laboratories are labeled by codes. The identification of the specific laboratory is provided only by its contact person.

According to the sent application form EPT organizer is obliged to send to all participants blind DNA samples for required proficiency testing in enclosed microtubes with labeled DNA numbers. Each microtube contains 150 μl DNA of defined concentration. The form for the laboratory results will be sent by the PT organizer via e-mail simultaneously with the samples.

Results of tested samples were defined by the EPT organizer by the routine practice according to standard operation process SOP 01 (The examination of the cell chimerism after allogeneic HSCT of sequence polymorphisms by electrophoresis) and SOP 07 (The examination of the cell chimerism after allogeneic HSCT of sequence polymorphisms by real-time PCR).

The EPT guarantor is fully responsible for compliance with the EPT organizer commitment. 

EPT participant agrees with the following conditions by submitting this application form:

EPT participants will pay the amount mentioned in this form based on the invoice to the EPT organizer.
Sent DNA samples can be used by EPT participants only for this EPT.

EPT participants analyze the samples according to established protocols for the examination and send the results to the organizer in the form given with the samples by the organizer in a complete and readable form. The deadline for delivery of results is June 28, 2024, and results have to be sent via e-mail to the EPT guarantor or by post to the address of the organizer with the written name of the EPT guarantor.
